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THE SOLEMNITY OF THE MOST HOLY TRINITY REFLECTION / REFLEXION

The dogma of faith which forms the
object of the feast is this: There is one
God and in this one God there are three
Divine Persons; the Father is God, the
Son is God, the Holy Spirit is God. Yet
there are not three Gods, but one,
eternal, incomprehensible God! The
Father is not more God than the Son, neither is the Son
more God than the Holy Spirit. The Father is the first Divine
Person; the Son is the second Divine Person, begotten from
the nature of the Father from eternity; the Holy Spirit is the
third Divine Person, proceeding from the Father and the
Son. No mortal can fully fathom this sublime truth. But we
submit humbly and say: Lord, | believe, help my weak faith.
Why is this feast celebrated at this particular time? It may be
interpreted as a finale to all the preceding feasts. All three
Persons contributed to and shared in the work of redemp-
tion. The Father sent His Son to earth, for "God so loved the
world as to give His only-begotten Son." The Father called
us to the faith. The Son, our Savior Jesus Christ, became
man and died for us. He redeemed us and made us children
of God. He ever remains the liturgist par excellence to whom
we are united in all sacred functions. After Christ's ascension
the Holy Spirit, however, became our Teacher, our Leader,
our Guide, our Consoler. On solemn occasions a
thanksgiving Te Deum rises spontaneously from Christian
hearts.

The feast of the Most Holy Trinity may well be regarded
as the Church's Te Deum of gratitude over all the blessings
of the Christmas and Easter seasons; for this mystery is a
synthesis of Christmas, Epiphany, Easter, Ascension and
Pentecost. This feast, which falls on the first Sunday after
Pentecost, should make us mindful that actually every
Sunday is devoted to the honor of the Most Holy Trinity, that
every Sunday is sanctified and consecrated to the triune
God. Sunday after Sunday we should recall in a spirit of
gratitude the gifts which the Blessed Trinity is bestowing
upon us. The Father created and predestined us; on the first
day of the week He began the work of creation. The Son
redeemed us; Sunday is the "Day of the Lord," the day of His
resurrection. The Holy Spirit sanctified us, made us His
temple; on Sunday the Holy Spirit descended upon the infant
Church. Sunday, therefore, is the day of the Most Holy
Trinity. (Excerpted from The Church's Year of Grace, Pius Parsch).

"Blessed be the Holy Trinity" (Introit) "in the name of the
Father and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit" (Gospel).
The Most Adorable Trinity! "All things" good, in nature and
grace, flow from and return to the Trinity; "from Him," God
the Father, our Creator; "through Him" God the Son, our
Redeemer; "unto Him," God the Holy Spirit, our Sanctifier
(Epistle). May we ever be "on the alert" to the presence of
the Trinity in our souls! At Baptism we became the adopted
"sons of the Father," "co-heirs with Christ," "temples of the
Holy Spirit!".In our offering of Holy Mass, "we will give glory
to" the Trinity (Introit), and God will show "mercy to
us" (Offertory, Communion). On this Feast we should also
renew our baptismal vows that this "profession of our faith. .
.may be of profit to our health, in body and
soul" ( Postcommunion ) . (Excerpted from My Sunday Missal, Confraternity of the Precious Blood)

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FEAST OF THE VISITATION OF BYM

The feast of the Visitation
recalls to us the following great
truths and events: The visit of the
Blessed Virgin Mary to her cousin
Elizabeth shortly after the Annun-
ciation; the cleansing of John the
Baptist from original sin in the
womb of his mother at the words
of Our Lady's greeting; Elizabeth's
proclaiming of Mary—under the  E
inspiration of the Holy Ghost—as
Mother of God and "blessed
among women"; Mary's singing of the sublime
hymn, Magnificat ("My soul doth magnif?/ the Lord")
which has become a part of the daily official prayer of
the Church. The Visitation is frequently depicted in
art, and was the central mystery of St. Francis de
Sales' devotions.
The Mass of today salutes her who in her womb bore
the King of heaven and earth, the Creator of the
world, the Son of the Eternal Father, the Sun of
Justice. It narrates the cleansing of John from original
sin in his mother's womb. Hearing herself addressed
by the most lofty title of "Mother of the Lord" and
realizing what grace her visit had conferred on John,
Mary broke out in that sublime canticle of praise
Broclaiming prophetically that henceforth she would
e venerated down through the centuries:

"My soul doth magnify the Lord, and my

spirit hath rejoiced in God my Savior.

Because he that is mighty, hath done

great things to me, and holy is His

name" (Lk 146) —Excerpted from the Cathedral Daily Missal

La Misa de hoy saluda a la que en su seno dio a luz al Rey
del cielo y de la tierra, al Creador del mundo, al Hijo del
Padre Eterno, al Sol de Justicia. Narra la limpieza de Juan
del pecado original en el vientre de su madre. Oyéndose a
si misma dirigida por el titulo mas sublime de "Madre del
Sefior" y Al darse cuenta de la gracia que su visita habia
conferido a Juan, Maria estallé en ese sublime cantico de
alabanza proclamando proféticamente que de ahora en
adelante seria venerada a lo largo de los siglos:
“Engrandece mi alma al Sefior, y mi espiritu se
regocija en Dios mi Salvador. Porque me ha hecho
grandes cosas el Poderoso, y santo es su nombre
"(Lc. 1:46).

SAINT’S LIFE CORNER / RINCON DE LA VIDA DE SAN

St. Junipero Serra, (born November 24, 1713, Petra, Major-
ca, Spain—died August 28, 1784, Carmel, California, New
Spain [now in U.S.]; canonized September 23, 2015; feast day
August 28 (July 1 in the U.S.)),

Spanish Franciscan priest whose missionary work among

the Indians of North America earned him the title of Apostle of
California. In 2015 he became the first saint of the Roman
Catholic Church to be canonized in the United States.

After entering the Franciscan Order in 1730 and being ordained
in 1738, Serra taught philosophy at Lullian University

Palma, Majorca). In 1750 he arrived in Mexico

City for missionary work among the Indians, serving first in the
Sierra Gorda missions from 1750 to 1758 and then in
south-central Mexico from 1758 to 1767.

When Spain began its occupation of Alta California (present-
day California), Serra joined the expedition’s command-

er, Gaspar de Portola. On July 16, 1769, he founded Mission
San Diego, the first within the present state of California. From
1770 to 1782 he founded eight more Californian missions: Car-
mel, his headquarters, at Monterey, in 1770; San Anto-

nio and San Gabriel (near Los Angeles), 1771; San Luis Obispo,
1772; San Francisco (Mission Dolores) and San Juan Ca-
pistrano, 1776; Santa Clara, 1777; and San Buenaventura,
1782. Serra’s missions helped strengthen Spain’s control of Alta
California. Serra was beatified on September 25, 1988. On
September 23, 2015, he was canonized as a saint by

Pope Francis | in a special mass in Washington, D.C.

Serra was a renowned figure in his lifetime. However, his
treatment of the American Indians is debated. His advocates
claim that he was a strenuous defender of the Indians and
introduced to their lands the cattle, sheep, grains, and fruits of
Mexico. His detractors charge that he was complicit in the
colonization of the American continent and the enslavement

of indigenous peoples.

San Junipero Serra, (nacido el 24 de noviembre de 1713,
Petra, Mallorca, Espafa; fallecido el 28 de agosto de 1784,
Carmel, California, Nueva Espafia [ahora en EE. UU.]; Canon-
izado el 23 de septiembre de 2015; fiesta el 28 de agosto (1 de
julio de los Estados Unidos)), Sacerdote franciscano espaniol
cuya labor misionera entre los indios de América del Norte le
valié el titulo de Apdstol de California. En 2015 se convirtié en el
primer santo de la Iglesia Catdlica Romana en ser canonizado
en los Estados Unidos.

Después de ingresar a la Orden Franciscana en 1730 y ser
ordenado en 1738, Serra ensefid filosofia en Lullian

Universidad (Palma de Mallorca). En 1750 lleg6 a la Ciudad de
México para realizar trabajo misionero entre los indios, sirviendo
primero en las misiones de Sierra Gorda de 1750 a 1758 y
luego en el centro-sur de México de 1758 a 1767.

Cuando Espania inici6 la ocupacién de Alta California (actual
California), Serra se uni6 al comandante de la expedicién,
Gaspar de Portola. El 16 de julio de 1769 fundé Mission San
Diego, la primera dentro del actual estado de California. De
1770 a 1782 fundo otras ocho misiones californianas: Carmel,
su cuartel general, en Monterey, en 1770; San Antonio y San
Gabiriel (cerca de Los Angeles), 1771; San Luis Obispo, 1772;
San Francisco (Misién Dolores) y San Juan Capistrano, 1776;
Santa Clara, 1777; y San Buenaventura, 1782. Las misiones de
